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HANDLING AND INSTALLATION

Lifting and transporting the palletized
machine

I ATTENTION: during all lifting operations, make sure
the palletized machine is firmly secured to prevent it
tipping over or being accidentally dropped.

The machine must be loaded onto/unloaded from
vehicles in areas with adequate lighting.

The machine is packaged on a wooden pallet by the
Manufacturer. It must be loaded on to the transporting
vehicle using suitable equipment (see Directive 2006/42/
EEC and subsequent amendments and/or additions). At
destination, it must be unloaded using similar means.

The palletized body of the machine can be lifted only with
the aid of a fork lift truck. Handle with care to avoid impact
and ensure the machine is not overturned.

Inspection on delivery

When the carrier delivers the machine, check that the
packaging and the machine are both intactand undamaged.
If the machine is damaged, make sure the carrier is aware
of the damage and before accepting the goods, reserve the
right (in writing) to request compensation for the damage.

Unpacking

Batteries
I ATTENTION: do not use NON-rechargeable batteries

Two different types of battery can be installed on these
machines:

Leak-proof tubular batteries (WET): the electrolyte level
must be checked regularly.

Sealed batteries (GEL or AGM): this type of battery
requires no maintenance.

The technical specifications of the battery must
correspond to those listed in the section on the “Technical
specifications” of the machine. The use of heavier
batteries could seriously jeopardize manoeuvrability and
lead to the drive motor overheating. Lighter batteries of
lower capacity, on the other hand, will need to be charged
more frequently.

Machine Battery Selection Setting

I ATTENTION: where machines are shipped without
batteries, the machine is factory set for WET lead-
acid batteries as the default configuration.
Depending on the type of battery selected (WET lead-
acid or sealed GEL / AGM), the battery parameters of
the machine MUST be adjusted if different from the
factory setting.

Follow the instructions below to adjust the machine logic
settings for the type of battery installed:

- Switch the machine off by turning the key.

(WET) Batteries are normally supplied filled with acid and
ready for use.

If the batteries in use are dry charged, they must be
activated before being installed in the machine. Proceed
as follows:

Remove the caps and fill all elements with sulphuric acid
solution specific for batteries until the plates are completely
covered (this requires at least a couple of passes for
each element). IF IN DOUBT, CONTACT YOUR LOCAL
DEALER.

Leave the batteries to stand for 4-5 hours to allow air
bubbles to come to the surface and the plates to absorb
the electrolyte.

Make sure the level of electrolyte is still above the plates
and if necessary top up with sulphuric acid solution;
Close the caps.

Install the batteries in the machine (following the procedure
described below).

Charge the batteries before starting up the machine for the
first time. Follow the instructions in the “Battery charging”
section.

I DANGER: use a battery charger with CE
marking that is in compliance with product
standard (EN 60335-2-29), equipped with
double insulation or reinforced insulation
between input and output and with SELV type
output circuit.

I ATTENTION: check that the battery charger is
compatible with the batteries being charged.

Tubular lead-acid (WET) batteries: an electronic battery
charger is recommended, but consult the manufacturer
and the battery charger manual to confirm the suitability
of the external battery charger.

Gel or AGM batteries: use a charger intended specifically
for the type of battery.

Preparing the battery charger

I ATTENTION: this procedure must be carried out
only by an authorized technician.

When using a battery charger not provided with the
machine, it must be fitted with the connector included in
the machine equipment package.

The connector supplied for the external battery charger is
suitable for cables with maximum cross-section 16 mm?2
Proceed as follows to fit the connector:

- Remove around 13 mm of the protective sheath
from the red and black conductors of the battery
charger cable;

- Attach the ends to the contacts of the connector
and squeeze forcibly with suitable crimping pliers;

- Make certain the polarity is correct (red + black —)
when attaching the wires to the connector.

Battery charger settings

I ATTENTION: where machines are shipped without
batteries, the machine is factory set for WET batteries
as the default configuration.

Make certain that the battery charger is correctly set
up, according to the type of batteries installed.
Failure to observe these instructions could result

in damage to the battery. Depending on the type of
battery selected (WET or GEL - AGM), the battery
parameters of the machine MUST be adjusted

if different from the factory setting. See section
“Setting the battery type on the machine” for
directions.

With time, and the constant wiping action, the edge
of the blade in contact with the floor becomes rounded and
cracked, diminishing its drying efficiency, so that ultimately
a new blade is required. The state of wear should be
checked frequently.

To ensure faultless drying, the squeegee must be adjusted
as illustrated, in such a way that the edge of the rear blade
deflects during operation by about 45° relative to the floor,
at all points along its length.

Clothing and equipment

Wear safety shoes with non-slip soles.

Wear protective eyewear or visor and safety garments.
Depending on the surface being cleaned and on the envi-
ronment, the protective measures necessary for atomized
sprays include respiratory masks with class FFP2 or equiv-
alent or higher protection.

Before starting the machine

Clear away larger items of refuse before washing. Pick up
any pieces of wire, tape, string and similar items that could
become entangled around the brushes.

Before washing is commenced, sweep the area so as to
avoid the appearance of streaks on the floor.

Preparing the machine for work

Proceed as follows before starting work:

- Check that the batteries are fully charged, and
if not, carry out the recharging procedure: when
undertaking this operation, refer to the section
“Charging the batteries”.

- Make certain that the dirty water tank is empty,
and if not, empty it, referring to the section “Emp-
tying the dirty water tank”.

Prewash with brushes or pads:

To release the parking brake, press the lever next to the
pedal.

Set the detergent solution flow.
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- When scrubbing particularly dirty areas, give the
detergent sufficient time to perform its chemical
action of detaching and suspending the dirt in the
film of water, and allow the brushes time to exert
an effective mechanical action.

Drying:
- Press the vacuum motor button: the vacuum fan
switches on and the squeegee is lowered

- Pass the machine over the area washed previous-
ly: the effect will be to produce a deep cleansing
action, with the result that subsequent routine
maintenance operations will take much less time.

Picking up water (without washing)

The machine can be used to mop up spills of water or
NON-flammable liquids, without any cleaning action.
Press the vacuum motor button: the squeegee is lowered
and the vacuum fan comes into operation.

Proceed to pick up the liquids.

During operation of the machine

- Keep the cleaning passes as straight as possible.

- Overlap successive cleaning passes by a few
centimetres.

- Adjust the ground speed of the machine, the con-
tact pressure of the brush and the flow of deter-
gent to suit the type of cleaning. Use the minimum
available settings, as far as practically possible,
for the brush pressure and detergent solution flow.

- Check the battery charge indicator to ensure there
will be sufficient power for completion of the clean-
ing operation.

- Check the detergent solution level indicator to en-
sure that the relative tank is not empty.

- Check the dirty water level indicator to ensure that
the relative tank is not full.

- Keep the machine moving forward to prevent
damage to floor finishes.

I ATTENTION: the brush head and squeegee will be
raised automatically raise to the transport position

if the key is turned to the “0” position. Stay clear of
moving parts to avoid the potential risk of crushing.

I ATTENTION: do not attempt to clean surfaces on
slopes or gradients steeper than indicated on the
machine data plate.

I ATTENTION: Do not operate the machine on slopes
or gradients steeper than indicated on the data plate.

I ATTENTION: When using the machine on gentle
gradients, do not move transversely across the
slope, but keep the machine on a line parallel to the
direction of the incline, manoeuvring carefully and
without making U-turns.

Maintenance - General rules

Performing regular maintenance according to the
Manufacturer's instructions will improve performance and
extend the working life of the machine.

When cleaning the machine, always observe the following
precautions:

Avoid using pressure washers. Water could penetrate the
electrical compartment or motors leading to damage or
short circuits;

Avoid using steam, as the heat could cause the deformation
of plastic parts;

Do not use solvents or hydrocarbon based products.
These can damage the cowling and rubber components.

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The machine is equipped with resettable fuses also known
as thermal fuses. These are resettable devices serving
to protect the electrical circuits, which shut off the flow of
current in the event of an overload. Once the thermal fuse
has been tripped, allow time for it to cool, then press the

reset button to restore normal operation.

If the cause of the overload by which the fuse was tripped

is still present, the breaker will continue to shut off the flow
of current until the issue has been resolved.

Battery maintenance

I DANGER: do not check the batteries by
sparking. Lead-acid (WET) batteries give off
flammable vapours: extinguish any naked
flames or embers before checking or topping
up the batteries.

I DANGER: during any type of maintenance

on the batteries, the operator technician must
wear the Personal Protective Equipment
(gloves, eyewear, overalls, etc.) needed to limit
the risk of accidents. Keep away from naked
flames, do not short circuit the battery poles,
do not generate sparks and do not smoke.

| DANGER: in the event of battery fluid

leakage, do not touch the fluid and observe the
following precautions:

Contact with the skin can cause irritation; wash
with soap and water.

Inhalation of vapours can cause irritation to the
airways; stay out in the open air and consult a
doctor.

Contact with eyes can cause irritation, wash
eyes immediately and thoroughly with water for
at least 15 minutes; consult a doctor.
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Useful battery life is dependent on proper maintenance. To
obtain best possible efficiency from batteries, observe the
following rules:
- Do not leave batteries partially discharged for long
periods of time.
- Allow batteries to charge completely before
resuming use of the machine.
- Keep batteries clean, with the connections always
well tightened.
- Check the level of the electrolyte every week
(WET batteries).

Checking the electrolyte level of WET
batteries

I ATTENTION: before carrying out the operations
described below, stop on a flat and level surface,
switch off the machine, remove the ignition key and
apply the parking brake.

I DANGER: during any type of maintenance

on the batteries, the operator technician must
wear the Personal Protective Equipment
(gloves, eyewear, overalls, etc.) needed to limit
the risk of accidents. Keep away from naked
flames, do not short circuit the battery poles,
do not generate sparks and do not smoke.

WET batteries must be inspected periodically to check
the level of the electrolyte. Use only distilled water to top
up the level so that the plates are covered. Do not overfill
(maximum 5 mm above the plates), as the electrolyte
could expand and overflow when the battery is charged.

Automatic top-up system for 320Ah WET
battery.

I ATTENTION: before carrying out the operations
described below, stop on a flat and level surface,
switch off the machine, remove the ignition key and
apply the parking brake.

If the levels of the floats (indicated by the white dot) are
low, proceed to top up the electrolyte using distilled water
only:
- Position the container of distilled water at a height
at least one metre above the top rim of the battery.
- Connect the battery filler tube to the hose of the
container, removing the dust plug.
- Unscrew the cap of the container enough to allow
the inflow of air.
- Open the tap of the container.
- Wait for completion of the top-up, which is
confirmed when the flow indicator stops turning.
- Close the tap of the container.
- Disconnect the battery filler tube from the hose of
the container, replacing the dust plug.
- Check the levels of the floats (indicated by the
white dot) to ensure that all are raised.

Recharging the batteries

I DANGER: do not check the batteries by
sparking.

Replacement of Brushes and Pads

brushes and pads. Check the brushes and the pads every
day to make certain there are no wires, threads or strings
entangled around the brush or the drive board. Check for
wear on the brushes and the pads.

Replace the brushes when the bristles are worn down to
the point of exposing the red indicator.

Replace the pads when they no longer clean efficiently.
Wash the brushes and pads with soap and water following
use, and hang them up to dry.

- Refit the same rear blade, switching it around so
that all four edges in turn are placed in contact
with the floor, until all are worn out, proceeding
likewise for the front blade, in this case until the
two edges are worn out; alternatively, replace with
a new blade, fitting it to the screws on the body of
the squeegee.

- Refit the blade retainers.

- Tighten the nuts.

- Replace the squeegee on its mount.
